SCRIPTURE: 
*Each week you will read in God’s Word as a small group. 
Acts 17:1-9 & 1 Thessalonians 1:1-10 

OBSERVATION: 
*We will review questions about what the kids learned. 
 

1. What do you think it would have been like to have been one of the believers in 
Thessalonica? (exciting, afraid, uncertain, worried about their own safety) 

2. Why were the unbelievers angry? (the Bible says they were jealous, change 
can be hard for people. They might have been scared. Did not trust Paul & 
Silas.) 

3. How do you think Paul’s letter help the believers? (it comforted them to know 
that Paul was praying for them, reassured them that Jesus is truly king, they 
were glad their friend was still alive and ok.) 

4. Have you or do you like to write letters? 
 

APPLICATION: 
Since Paul was such a good letter writer, we too are going to pray to God by 
writing a letter to God. This is between you and God. Anything goes. Whatever 
you have to say. No one will read it as you will put it in an envelope and address 
it to God. Take it home and put it in a special place reminding you to spend 
time with God every day. He really likes to hear from you.
