1—What was the reason that people thought the other people died?  
(They got in trouble for doing something wrong.) 
2-Why does the owner want to cut down the fig tree?  (It does not 

have any fruit on it)   
3-How did the gardener react when the owner wanted to cut it down? 
(He asks if they can keep the tree for one more year)   
4-Why do you think the gardener wanted to try one more year?  (He 
wanted to give the tree one more chance.)   
5-Do your parents give you one more chance to fix a mistake?  (yes)   
6-What is something that you do that you need to repent for?  (not lis-
tening, being mean to your brother or sister, taking something & not 
asking…)   
7- How can we make ourselves clean?  (talking to Jesus & telling him 
when we do something wrong)
